Students may be required to undergo a selection process depending which
course they apply for. Host Schools / Providers will notify the students outlining
when and where this process will take place.

SE LLEN LCP will broker extra classes and courses if demand outweighs supply.

Orientation Day for most courses is expected to occur on the first Wednesday of
the VETIS class (i.e. first Wednesday of February ).

All withdrawals should take place by the due date to enable a full refund of the
course fee.
